Residency Requirements

The Residency Review Committee for Family Medicine, The American Board of Family Medicine and this program have established minimum requirements that all residents much meet in order to complete the program and sit for boards.  Residents should familiarize themselves with the requirements and be pro-active in attaining them.  Progress towards completion of the requirements will be shared with each resident as part of the 4 month triennial evaluation.  

The following are the minimum expectations of the program:

· Successful completion of 36 months of training

· Attainment of the 6 core competencies as outlined by the ACGME

· Completion of a Senior Project (scholarly activity)

· 1650 continuity clinic visits over 36 months

· 10 continuity OB deliveries and 40 total deliveries

· 2 documented home visits from your continuity panel

· 1 training room visit and 1 sideline event for sports medicine

· Management and documentation of 15 Critically Ill Patients
· Documentation of all procedures

Failure to reach these requirements will result in your extending your residency until they are met.
