6. I will ensure that individuals not listed in this application will not conduct study related procedures on animals. When new personnel need to become involved in my studies, I will request approval from the IACUC before they are involved in animal studies.

7. I will ensure that all study personnel will participate in the UNMC or UNO Occupational Health and Safety Program and will be trained as required in order to minimize occupational health and safety risks.

8. I will ensure that all cell lines, tumor lines and other biological products have been appropriately tested to minimize the introduction of infectious agents into the animal colonies.

9. I will ensure that all study personnel follow appropriate husbandry procedures to minimize the possibility of transmission of infectious disease in my animal colony.

10. I understand that the health status of animals at UNMC is monitored via quarantine and sentinel animal programs. No animals may be brought on campus without participation in the program. 

11. I understand that Comparative Medicine (CM) veterinary staff have been/will be consulted as needed in the planning phase as well as during the study.

12. I will ensure that appropriate, accurate, and timely clinical records are maintained on USDA regulated animals under my care.

13. I recognize that if I can not be contacted promptly and animals in this project show evidence of illness or pain, emergency care, including euthanasia, may be administered at the discretion of the veterinary staff.

14. This application accurately reflects all animal use and care requirements as described in all applicable funding application(s) which will be used to support this research.

15. I understand that any deviation or modification from this IACUC Protocol including but not limited to use of additional animals, addition or altering of procedures, alteration of standard housing, must be approved by the IACUC prior to initiation. I will request in writing and receive written approval from the IACUC for any modification to this protocol prior to its implementation. A copy of the current approved protocol that has incorporated all approved changes will be maintained and available to all study personnel.

16. If I leave the University during my study approval period, I will either terminate my study by submitting a written request to the IACUC or transfer my study to another eligible PI by submission of a request for change to the IACUC.

Use of expired materials without justification is considered inadequate veterinary care under the Federal Regulations.Because it is recognized that in some specific situations there may be a rationale for utilizing expired materials (e.g., the items would be difficult to replace and there is reason to believe they should be considered safe), the IACUC has established policies for the conditional use of 
expired medical devices.  

      d. 
Non-Pharmaceutical Grade Agents. Will any non-pharmaceutical grade agents be administered to the animals? Note: Investigators are expected to use pharmaceutical-grade agents whenever they are available, even in acute procedures. Non-pharmaceutical-grade agents should only be used after specific review and approval by the IACUC for reasons such as scientific necessity or non-availability of an acceptable veterinary or human pharmaceutical-grade product.  Cost savings alone are not adequate justification for using non-pharmaceutical grade agents in animals

Criteria for Euthanasia.  Note: Animals should be euthanized at the earliest possible endpoint in consideration of the scientific objectives.  Experimental studies may cause clinical symptoms of disease that require euthanasia prior to the planned experimental endpoints. If animals are not to be euthanized this should be stated and their final disposition explained.

Experimental Endpoint Criteria.  Describe the specific endpoint criteria that will be used for determining when animals will be euthanized. 22. Criteria for Death.  What are the criteria that will be used for determining that euthanized animals are dead?  Note:  The investigator must ensure that animals are dead by using physiological parameters such as cessation of heartbeat and respiration for a suitable length of time (The committee accepts 5 minutes or longer). A second method of ensuring death such as bilateral thoracotomy, decapitation, cervical dislocation, etc. is recommended.

Requirements to Conduct Research on Animals

All personnel to be listed on an approved, active protocol are required to:

· Complete the IACUC Basics Training Course.  This course is completed on-line. 
· Complete the information regarding Study Personnel-Section 1-5. The IACUC must ensure that personnel conducting procedures on animals are appropriately qualified and trained in those procedures OR that an appropriate training plan is proposed. Do not include information related to training such as the IACUC Basics, CM training requirements, etc.

Prior to live animal contact or animal tissue/fluid contact, all personnel are required to: 

· Complete the Occupational Health and Safety Training Module. This training module is assigned through Blackboard. 

· Submit a Confidential Health History Questionnaire to Employee Health. This questionnaire is available on-line.

· Complete Facility Procedures/Orientation Training. A walk-through training session of the animal facility is conducted by a CM Facility Manager.

· Complete applicable Species-Specific Training. The use of rodents, non-human primates, and sheep require additional training.
