Student/Resident Experiences And Rotations in Community Health
Community Project Request Form
The SEARCH program is a partnership between UNMC’s Rural Health Education Network, Nebraska’s Area Health Education Centers and the National Health Service Corps.  The program expands opportunities for health professions students to enhance their community involvement skills while also gaining valuable clinical training in underserved areas.  The program places special emphasis on interdisciplinary training.
While students are in the communities for their clinical rotation, the SEARCH program also requires students to complete a community project.  There is a great deal of latitude allowed for the community projects, which can be wide-ranging or narrowly focused.  The Nebraska SEARCH program is conducting this survey to identify communities that may have community health projects that would be appropriate for students in the SEARCH Program.
Examples of appropriate Community Projects include, but are not limited to:

· Community Health Assessments to identify gaps in services or special community needs.

· Patient screenings and education for community members on chronic health concerns, such as diabetes, hypertension, glaucoma, etc.
· Patient education and screenings for at-risk populations, such as the elderly, migrant and seasonal farm workers, or low income individuals.

· Development of a health resource directory for the community.

· Development of patient education materials on specific health topics, or on Medicaid, Medicare, and so forth.
· Working with the community to develop walking paths or bike routes.

· Working with adolescents and youth to increase physical activity.

· Working with the schools to develop health career information for age appropriate activities.

· Conduct bike safety events (helmet use).

· Assist with immunization days and public health screenings.

These projects may be designed to be short-term—those that can be conducted in short amounts of time to coincide with most student rotation schedules (average of 2-3 weeks) or the projects may be more long-term in nature, which can be carried out by several students over the course of a summer or several month-time frame. Communities should submit their request for projects and students at least one semester before the planned activities. Communities also must identify a preceptor qualified in the student’s health profession field who will supervise the students. Projects and student involvement must be approved by a preceptor.
