SHARING Clinic Continuity of Care Program Application

Purpose:
The purpose of the Continuity of Care Program is to provide quality health care to patients with complex health care needs.  The student provider will be following and caring for a single patient throughout the year, ordering appropriate labs and referrals when necessary, and ensuring proper health maintenance checks under physician faculty supervision. These are the same responsibilities of any student volunteering at the SHARING Clinics; however, the assigned patient will likely be one with multiple conditions or a complex one. For this reason, UNMC ICE faculty recognize the educational value of following an underserved patient in need of continuous care and will allow one LCE visit per SHARING appointment in lieu of a preceptor visit.

Requirements:
1) A UNMC student in good academic standing.

2) Attendance at SHARING each time your designated patient is at the clinic.
3) Complete a full H&P for your patient.

4) Attendance at monthly SHARING patient care meetings.
5) Willing to coordinate care with a multidisciplinary team.
