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Biological Spill Kits

Biological spills can happen at any time. It is wise to be prepared with a ready to use spill
kit and response plan that is suitable for the specific biohazards used in your laboratory.

Reminder! Routinely check spill kit contents. Replace items: after kit has been used and if degraded or expired.
