The biggest thing that I can recommend for anyone who's wanting to go into this field, or especially be a part of the accelerated program, is prepare yourself.
I know that I had my doubts and how hard it was going to be being kind of forewarned by the instructors.
But coming into this, I mean, it's tough for me.
I have a family, and so it was hard to be able to balance that at the very beginning, Start, Early, start, finding times to be able to separate and prioritize the studying, prioritize being with your family.
